  Every Day”
L ouis and his wife and their two 

children were on the verge of being 
evicted from their apartment when 
Bobby Gunther Walsh of WAEB put 
them in touch with the Allentown 
Rescue Mission and our Rental Rescue 
Program.

“I had lost my job and was out of 
work. If it wasn’t for the Rental Rescue 
program, an eviction would have 
taken place and it would have broken 
the family up. They don’t have family 
shelters around here, so my wife and 
kids would have gone in one direction, 
I would have had to go in another. The 
world would have really started falling 
apart a lot quicker than it has. The car 
would have been repossessed; then the 
opportunity to look for any type of 
employment would have stopped.” 

“Help from the Mission has given 
us a temporary lifeline. My daughter, 
who’s 8, still thinks that things will 
turn around, and ideally we hope they 

will. My son, at 13, understands that 
dad’s not working and there’s not 

a paycheck. ‘What do we do for 
food? How does the car get gas?’ 

It’s through the generosity of 
many that people like us can 
get help. Once we get on 
our feet, I’d like to repay 
that generosity.” u
